There are many advantages for students enrolled in a
larger secondary school - resourcing, diversity of
programs, flexibility to name but three.

The Australian Geography Competition

The Australian Geography Competition occurred in the
last week of term which involved a number of
students from Years 8-12 and the results will be sent
to the school in June.

New VET Qualification in T ourism

Term One has seen the successful implementation of
our new VET qualification Certificate II in Tourism
Operations. Tourism students have been exploring the
local tourism industry looking at Queensland tourist
destinations, creating itineraries for clients and
booking flights on domestic carriers. Students have
been excited to learn about the types of tourists and
the different sectors of the tourism industry as they
work towards achieving the competencies.
Furthermore they have developed an understanding of
the significance of ecological sustainability in relation
to the tourism industry as well as the importance of
responsible tourism development where the needs of
the community are balanced with that of the tourism
industry.
Students in this program are enrolled with Southbank
Institute of Technology in a Diploma/ Advanced Diploma
program where upon successful completion of their
Certificate II they will gain automatic entry to
Southbank to continue with their Diploma program.
They have further opportunities with Griffith University
if they wish to continue their studies. The table above
outlines the opportunities for students.

This is a fantastic opportunity for students who want
to begin their career early by cutting down on the time
it takes for them to obtain a qualification. A Certificate II
in Tourism (Operations) opens many doors including
those of Hospitality and Events Management as many
of the competencies students will achieve are
transferable. Also many of the Core Competencies
such as Work with Colleagues and Customer are
essential to any types of work. It is a great way to kick
start a career.

Year 8  Humanities

Year 8 Humanities is currently studying a module
called ‘Just Do It!” which focuses on active citizenship
in the community.  Firstly a representative from the
Local Council discussed sustainability in the
community and the importance of being an active and
informed citizen. One issue investigated was graffiti
and a representative from the anti- graffiti group spoke
about the impact on the community and the various
actions that can be implemented to reduce and prevent
this type of vandalism. We are just beginning an
investigation on transport methods to school with the
hope that in the future, students will be able to rely
less on the family car and use more sustainable
methods if it is at all possible.  Brisbane City Council

has a target of being carbon neutral by 2026 and even
small projects like this can make a difference.

Year 9 Humanities

Year 9 students are currently developing a visual
representation reflecting the impact of World Wars I
and II on Australian identity.  The visual representation
and accompanying journal are due in Week 3. Student
work is continuously monitored in class and the
progress grade given late last term is the one that
appears on the Mid-semester report. We are seeing
some excellent work in progress. Please do not
hesitate to contact the Humanities teacher if you have
any queries.
Senior Geography

Before Easter both senior geography classes had an
overnight camp – the Year 11s went to the Numinbah
Environmental Centre where they investigated water
quality issues in the upper catchment. The Year 12s
went to Noosa to carry out a field study on Main
Beach where they examined the issues impacting on
the beach and identified possible strategies that could
be implemented to reduce the impact of erosion. Both
classes are currently collating the data gathered and
working on a field report for assessment.

This year at the end of Term 3 and beginning of Term
4, our Year 9 students will also be participating in the
Queensland Common Assessment Task (QCAT)  for
Science based on the major changes of the new
system called the Queensland Curriculum,
Assessment and Reporting Framework (QCAR). With
greater focus on what are regarded “essential
learnings” this new framework endeavours to provide
a more consistent approach to learning, teaching and
reporting across the state.
