First of all, a big welcome to all Year 8 families. It was
very enjoyable to meet Year 8 parents at the recent
get together. Year 8s undertake one semester of
Humanities. The current classes are progressing well
through a study of our local area. If your student is not
studying Humanities this semester they will have
timetabled classes next semester.

Many classes are well into working on assignment
preparation.

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Brisbane Wartime History

On 21 February, our class visited the Macarthur
Museum in Edward Street in the city. Most of us had
no idea that there was a museum in Brisbane with so
many sources from World War Il. It's hard to know
where to start. The museum is filled with photographs,
posters, maps, letters, equipment and interactive
displays. We were given opportunities to watch
wartime film footage, use interactive screens with
copies of the Courier Mail from the war years, listen to
Macarthur’s address to the Australian parliament and
hear stories about his journey to Australia with his
family. While we had the opportunity to use Morse
Code (Laura and Jess were the star decoders) and
engage in plane spotting (Alex, Jamie, Sam, Joel and
Tom would have been real assets in wartime) we also
looked into some of the deeper issues of the time.
We learnt that the influx of population in the war years
caused a real strain on Brisbane’s infrastructure and
there were a number of social conflicts that
accompanied this. The Battle of Brisbane marked a
low point in Australian/US relations at a time when we
were striving toward such important goals. One thing
is for certain, the phrase “I came through and | shall
return” has new meaning for us all.

As part of their ecology studies, Year 9 students will
be required to participate in an excursion to Currumbin
Wildlife Sanctuary. Students will go on one of the
following dates, Thursday 28 February or Tuesday 18
March, depending on the order in which their science
units are being taught. Permission forms have been
distributed for the February excursion. The workbook
completed as a result of this excursion will be used as
the information source for an in-class assessment
task. Students who do not participate in the excursion
will be catered for at school and will be expected to
complete equivalent work and assessment.

University of Queensland Student Science
Ambassador

The purpose of the scheme is to enhance the
effectiveness of communication between students
and the University. Year 11 students with an interest
and involvement in science were asked to nominate
for this position.

Homework In Science

Homework is an essential aspect of consolidating
learning in science. Students will be given homework
following each of their science lessons. This
homework may include — revisiting work covered in
class, completing problems, answering questions from
the text book, completing worksheets, working on
assignments and practical reports, preparing
experiments, researching extra information.

Teachers are concerned many students still do not
have their text books and so are failing to complete
their assigned homework. Students who do not have
text books may access one from their class teacher
during the breaks so they may complete set work.

Students having difficulty with their work should
access teacher assistance during breaks or during
Wednesday morning tutorials.

Failure to complete homework without a valid reason
may result in a detention with the class teacher or
Head of Department to catch up and complete the
missing work. Parents will be notified if students
continually fail to complete their homework.

Science and Maths T utorials

The Science and Maths Departments are offering a
tutorial every Wednesday morning between 8.00 —
9.00 am. All students are welcome to attend. Teachers
of Maths and all the Sciences will be available to
assist students who are having difficulties or who
want to check their understandings.
