Know your Options – Know your Facts!

Students in transition years need to be fully informed
about their options and how they can take advantage
of these options.  Two critical transitions are occurring
right now.
Year 12 students need to be considering and planning
for 2009.  They need to consider which educational
and/or vocational pathway is most compatible with
their interests, abilities and aptitudes.

To help with this decision making our school is hosting
a QTAC talk on Thursday, June 26.  This talk will be
held in CPAC from 9.10 – 10.20.  All Year 12s are
invited to this talk where they will be given their 2009
QTAC Book.  If parents/carers wish to attend this talk
please ring our main office and let us know you are
coming.  This talk will be followed by a sausage sizzle
for Year 12 students. Students will then be required to
stay for a further talk organised by our school nurse
and an update about the formal from Ms Ferguson
(Year 12 Coordinator).  Students will be free to leave
the school from 12.15.

Our school nurse has organised a talk about mental
health for our students.  This has been a popular talk
with other schools and we are keen that our students
also have access to this information.  The talk is called
“Intervene Early, Intervene Well - A mental health
presentation for Year 12 students”.  Our nurse has
asked me to include the following for your information:
“Our Year 12 students will soon be leaving Centenary
SHS and going off to pursue their hopes and dreams.
On leaving high school they will also leave behind
many of their support networks including friends,
teachers, even the school structure and routine that
provides support by being a constant and familiar
presence in their lives. Some of these young people
may also, for many reasons leave the support of their
families and extended networks.  The loss of these
supports and the increased stresses of pursuing their
future may for some increase their vulnerability to
mental illness.

There are a few very important points that need to be
addressed here:
1) The earlier someone receives treatment for a

mental health issue the better the outcomes for
their recovery (from evidence based research).

2) In Queensland young people are seen far too late
into their illness- this trend needs to be changed.

3) Mental Illness still has a certain stigma attached
to it and there is a great deal of misinformation in
relation to illness and treatment. Most of it comes
from ignorance.

The Early Psychosis Team from the Princess
Alexandra Hospital & Health Services District-
Division of Mental Health will be visiting our school to
address Year 12 students, providing them with
specific information regarding psychotic illnesses.
The aim of this health promotion strategy is to
encourage young people to care for their mental
health.  Seeking help early is particularly important
“Intervene Early and Intervene Well”.

Following the presentation there will be an opportunity
for questions from the audience.  One week after the
presentation a member of the team will return to the
school to provide a follow up appointment with any
individual students who have further concerns and
questions. These clinics will be run in conjunction
with the School Nurse. The student support team are
aware that some students are living with their own or
family members’ mental health issues. We would like
to offer support to any student who may find the
information presented difficult to hear. There will be
members from the student support team present and
available to any student who requires some time to
talk.”

I hope this talk will be of value to students in
understanding themselves and in understanding,
helping and supporting others.  I hope you will support
us in encouraging Year 12s to attend this important
presentation.

Year 10 students need to be considering their options
and deciding how they will make decisions about their
Senior Education Training Plan – this is commonly
referred to as the “SET Plan”.  The SET Plan helps
students structure their learning around their abilities,
interests and ambitions. As part of the planning
process, students think about their future, consider
their abilities and investigate their options for careers
and further education. It is possible for the student to
stay at school, enrol with another learning provider,
engage in an apprenticeship or traineeship, or find
paid work (of at least 25 hours per week).  All of
these options fulfil the requirements of the
“Compulsory Participation Phase of Learning”
(legislation that ensures that our students are engaged
in “earning” or “learning”). The student, their parents or
carers, and the school meet to develop the SET Plan,
which details what, where and how a student will
study during their senior phase of learning (usually
Years 11 and 12). The plan is finalised by the end of
Year 10. The SET Plan is reviewed periodically to
monitor the student’s progress. It can be updated at
any time.

For Year 10 students the “Career Information Service”
may be a good starting point for further information.
This service can be accessed through
www.cis.qsa.qld.edu.au . The Career Information
Service is an individualised, online service offering
information to help young people and their parents map
a pathway to a Queensland Certificate of Education
and beyond.  It’s a one-stop shop with information on
careers, what, where and how to study, writing
resumes and a link to online job vacancies.  It’s also
where you view your learning account (this account
is opened for you when you are in Year 10) to see
enrolments and results, and track progress towards a
Queensland Certificate of Education.

International Men’s Health Week - June 9-15.

Each year, International Men’s Health Week (IMHW) is
held to raise awareness about a number of male
health conditions and to encourage men to maintain a
healthy lifestyle. Men are falling behind in the area of
health and young men and boys are currently
overrepresented in the crime, violence, drug use,
injury, mental health and unemployment statistics.
Men and boys face different health concerns than
women and girls, and IMHW is an opportunity to both
acknowledge these differences and look for ways to
improve the health and wellbeing of men and boys.
Men (including young men and boys) do not like to
seek out assistance with medical or psychological
issues. This kind of avoidance leads to greater
complications for both psychological and medical
illnesses.

Studies suggest that men are at greater risk than
women of their depression going unrecognised and
untreated. Men are much less likely than women to
seek help for their problems. Perhaps this is part of the
male image of self-reliance: ‘take charge’, ‘I can cope’.
In addition men tend to be slow to acknowledge
depression. Instead, they may be inclined to use
unhelpful coping mechanisms such as increased
drinking, working later, and staying out rather than
going home. Young men also turn to “self-medicating”
with various substances.

Stress isn’t the same as depression, but it can be a
risk factor and can contribute to depression.

When a person is stressed it is a good time for both a
physical and mental health check up. The GP’s room is
a good place for a man or young man to start talking
about depression. So if you are going to see your GP,
why not make it during Men’s Health Week? Make it an
annual check up - get your physical and emotional
health checked out once a year.
For the women, it’s a great time to be assisting the men
in your life to be proactive and start looking after their
health - support, encourage - make the appointment!
Drive them there!

It is ultimately  a man’s responsibility to look after his
health, but this kind of active help seeking can be
foreign for the men in your life, so until they get the
hang of it themselves, let’s give them some active
assistance!

Friday, 13 June I will have all appointments available to
male staff and students as my first priority. Don’t be
shy, come and check out some of my resources or ask
me questions about men’s health issues.

In particular,
attaching a button, stitching by hand and with a
machine, inserting a zip and attaching appliqué to
enhance presentation. Additionally, the project required
students to manage their time to ensure that the task
was completed within the specified time period. Some
terrific results were achieved.

Centenary Cup Challenge

On Tuesday, 27 May, Applied Technology hosted a
number of year six students who were participating in
the Centenary Cup Challenge. The big “bake off”
required eight pairs of students to produce the best
muffins from an allocated set of ingredients and a
generic recipe. The final product was judged on rise
of mix, size, uniformity in shape, presentation and
taste.

While the chefs were busy cooking, the potential
engineers were assigned to the ITD faculty to
construct the “Tower of Power.” Students were
required to design and construct a light weight tower,
only using the basic materials supplied, that could
support a tennis ball 450mm above the ground. The
stability of the structure was tested by placing it in the
path of a fan. The weight of each tower was
recorded with the assistance of electronic scales.

Jamboree Heights constructed a strong, stable tower
using 18 grams of material, while Jindalee baked the
most delicious muffins.

Legal S tudies – Year 10

With so many crime shows broadcast across our
television screens, it was to be expected that the Year
10 legal studies classes would examine, in closer
detail, the concept of forensics and evidence. Our unit
on ‘Forensic Investigators’ saw much discussion on
these shows and their links (if any) to real life. Many
students were no doubt shocked at the truth of
forensics – crimes don’t get solved overnight, in fact
some cases can take years!
In order to see forensics in action both classes
became forensic investigators in their own right. May
27 saw all of the students examine a mock crime
scene – and what a ghastly scene it was. The
‘murder’ of a jogger stopped our students in their
tracks. It wasn’t long before they were off conducting
their crime scene analysis to catch the culprit.

Their task was to document all of the ‘evidence’ to
determine who, what, when, where and how the
crime occurred. It was amazing to see the results. The
seriousness and diligence of some ‘investigators’ in
documenting the crime scene while others wandered
through the scene with no regard for the possible
evidence they were standing on was an awesome
experience. Such hands on and real life experiences
can often teach students far more than any textbook
could on the same topic. The fact that such a task
involved all and allowed them to reach their own
conclusions based on evidence was also a skill on its
own. Such experiences can only add to their time here
at Centenary – and I’m sure it will be one they won’t
forget in a hurry!

Once again, there are many changes happening
across our school to the way we use and integrate
ICTs.

Those students who have utilised our school
Resource Centre in the last few weeks will have
noticed the 70 new IBM/Lenovo Desktops populating
the rooms.  The new “Green” workstations boast an
energy efficient Gold Rating, ensuring up to 50%
reduction in our school’s average annual energy cost!
The ultra small desktop case and 17” flat panel monitor
ensure that workspaces have become more spacious
and user-friendly for students.  The new machines are
part of EQ’s commitment to continually upgrade
school’s technology.

One of the key system-wide initiatives under the Smart
Classroom strategy is to provide a standard operating
system for all Education Queensland schools.  Our
school will be coming on board with these changes in
Week 3 of Term 3.   This will mean some major
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changes to how our school computer network is
administered.  At the moment, we have a separate
network for the school office and another for the
students and teachers.  The new Managed Operating
Environment (MOE) will mean we have one network
for the entire school.  Students will receive a new
logon, which will be the same logon they use to
access the Internet and their school email account
(Webmail).  All students will be issued with this and a
temporary password, which they will need to change.
We will also be encouraging students to use the EQ
Webmail to transfer information between school and
home.  During this changeover, the computer system
will be off-line for several days, although we
anticipate the disruptions caused will be minimal.
This term has seen four of our staff engaged in the
ICT Pedagogical licence.  These staff have attended
three full days of in-service around using ICTs to
deliver innovative and flexible curriculum, including the
delivery of some of our senior classes using the
learning management software of ‘Blackboard’.  These
virtual classrooms replicate a traditional classroom in
terms of the interactive features, but allow students to
log in from home or school at any time of the day to
complete work.  The model is currently being used by
many universities to deliver their content to students.
We look forward to blending many more of our senior
classes using this approach.

Many students and parents have been eagerly
anticipating news on the federal government’s pledge
to provide secondary students with access to a
computer, or the National Secondary Schools
Computer Fund.  To date we have been informed that
the funds will be provided in instalments and that we
can expect the purchase of some of these machines
later in the year or early next year. We are currently
identifying possible solutions for our school with the
aim of identifying the best outcome for our students.
The exact guidelines for the program have not been
fully released yet, so we will keep you informed of our
progress.

Immediate Danger to Pedestrian and Cyclists
along Seventeen Mile Rocks Road

Sustainable Jamboree Community Group is seeking
your support as parents to call for urgent action by
Brisbane City Council in relation to the dangerous
conditions recently created along busy Seventeen Mile
Rocks Road. The dangerous conditions have arisen
suddenly with the closure of a privately owned
service road between Oldfield Road and the
roundabout at Counihan Road.

For decades, the service road has been open for
public walking and cycling. The new owner fenced it
with barbed wire, barricades and locked gate in April
08 indicating on signs his liability concerns.

The community is now left without an important
connection to schools, bus stops, cycle paths, shops,
aged care facilities, etc. Students and adults are
forced to walk on a narrow verge close to heavy
traffic and cyclists risk their lives on the road which is
too narrow for a car to overtake cyclists safely.
Please consider signing the petition to ask council to
urgently address the danger and provide a safe travel
corridor for pedestrians and cyclists in this area.
