Technology and Common Sense ...

The more things change, the more some of the old
answers apply! We’re all living in a world of amazing
technological change. Who can believe that the first
part of the world wide web was devised just 17
years ago by Tim Berners-Lee in 1991 and it had only
five websites on it.

Who would have thought that almost all students
would have a mobile phone which can take
photographs and make movies, and then that these
movies can be uploaded to a ‘service’ called YouTube
so the entire world can view them!

It really doesn’t matter what our personal opinion is
about this level of change. It’s a reality and it’s creating
some new issues.

It is pointless and inappropriate for us to seek to ban
new technology from this school. We in fact should all
be embracing new technology and its appropriate use.

While that is the case, I need to emphasise a few key
points. We cannot accept liability for student
technological equipment (mobile phones, MP3s, Ipods,
cameras) which are damaged or stolen when it is
brought to school. The investigation of these types of
issues is really not possible given our resourcing and
the impossible task that it is to track these matters.

Students are also expected to ensure that all
technological devices are switched off and kept out of
sight in classrooms and at school events such as
assemblies and concerts.

I have also informed the students that our Centenary
SHS expectation is that students would require the
express consent of any individual at school (teacher
or student) before they photographed/filmed them or
of course posted any vision onto YouTube which
clearly reveals individuals or groups of students who
can be identified as Centenary SHS students.
It is also obvously unacceptable for students to utilise
technology to harrass or bully other students or staff.

These are very real current issues across schools in
Australia and I seek your support in these matters. It’s
really just a matter in which students need to apply
commonsense and basic courtesy.

School Maintenance in the Media ...

Centenary SHS is fortunate to have up-to-date,
relatively new facilities which generally do not have
significant maintenance issues. I do though think it is
useful for you to know more about maintenance in
Queensland public schools.

There has been recent media interest in the budget of
the Schools Maintenance Program which manages the
upgrading and upkeep of Queensland’s state schools.

In Queensland state schools the health, safety and
security of staff and students is always our top
priority and it is no different when it comes to urgent
maintenance needs.

Each year, qualified QBuild staff inspect every one of
Queensland’s 1251 state schools and identify and
prioritise any maintenance work which needs to be
undertaken.

To ensure healthy working and learning environments,
the State Government is investing $84 million in school
maintenance in 2007-08.

This funding is on top of a $445.5 million capital works
program, which builds new schools and new
classrooms for Queensland’s growing population.

Should you have any questions about our school’s
maintenance arrangements, I encourage you to
contact the school directly to ensure you receive
accurate information about what is happening.

Learning Support teachers do to support our students.
Here are some of the ways we help:

¨ Provide in-class support for students identified as

Cyber-bullying - What to do

Whether it’s cyber or face-to-face, bullying is
not acceptable!

Young people have fully embraced the use of
information and communication technologies to
maintain contact with friends and make new ones.
They send emails, create their own web sites, post
intimate personal news in blogs (online interactive
diaries), send text messages and images via cell
phone, message each other through IMs (instant
messages), chat in chatrooms, post to discussion
boards, and seek out new friends in teen community
sites.

While most interactions are positive, there are
increasing reports of these technologies being used to

harass and intimidate others. This has become known
as cyber bullying.

Many young people say that they wouldn’t report
cyber bullying because most adults don’t know that
they have a cyber life - and if they report, then the
technology will be taken away from them.

¨¨ ¨¨ ¨ Action
If you are being harassed online, take the
following actions immediately:

¨¨ ¨¨ ¨ Tell an adult you trust.  This can be a teacher,
parent, older sibling or grandparent – someone
who can help you to do something about it.

¨¨ ¨¨ ¨ Leave the area or stop the activity . People
who bully get their kicks from knowing they’ve
upset their target. Don’t let them know they’ve
upset you, and you’ve taken away half their “fun”.
Easier said than done when it’s face-to-face, but if
it’s on your mobile or the Internet — easy!

¨¨ ¨¨ ¨ Block the sender’s messages.  If you are
being bullied through e-mail or instant messaging,
block the sender’s messages. Never reply to
harassing messages.

¨¨ ¨¨ ¨ Keep a record.  Save any harassing messages
and record the time and date that you received
them.

¨¨ ¨¨ ¨ Advise your Service Provider . Most service
providers have appropriate use policies that
restrict users from harassing others. They can
respond to reports of cyber bullying over their
networks, or help you track down the appropriate
service provider to respond to.

¨¨ ¨¨ ¨ Report to police.  If the bullying includes physical
threats, tell the police. Some people think that they
can get away with it because they believe it is
anonymous. They are wrong. Most can be traced
and it’s a criminal offence to use a mobile phone or
any form of communication to menace or harass
or offend another person.

It was very encouraging to see so many parents at
the recent parent teacher interviews. If any parents
missed the opportunity to attend the interviews and
would like to speak to their child’s teachers, please call
the school or send me an email. I must commend the
majority of students in the Year 10 cohort, on your
results from term one.

A number of Year 10 students are participating in their
work experience placements presently, and a number
of students still need to return their work experience
forms, so we may place them with an employer.
Before starting, it is essential that an agreement is
signed by parents, employers, students and the
school, for insurance purposes. A log book  provided
by the school needs to be collected and completed by
the student and the employer, which records evidence
in areas such as where, when, and what was
undertaken during the work experience. Once work
experience has been completed this log book must
be returned to the school  as it used as evidence
for gaining competency in the Certificate I in Work
Education. A number of students require a blue card
before they can enter a work site for their placements,
and an outside provider will be facilitating this course
in the very near future.

This term the Year 10 HSG Teachers will be assisting
the students to focus on making some choices on
career options, discussing issues like how the skills
and abilities, hobbies and interests they have, may
influence their choices. Mum and Dad, you are the
most influential people in assisting them make these
career decisions. These career options will influence
greatly which subjects will be chosen in Years 11 and
12. By participating in these activities and making
students aware of what is required to enter into that
career, we are hoping that correct subject choices will
be made later in the year when we come together and
develop our SETP Plan (Senior Education Training
Pathway).

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Buying healthy and enjoyable food for your child’s lunch box can be tricky at the best of times, but having to interpret nutrition information
panels and health claims can make it an even more complicated task for parents.

Food manufacturers use packaging as an opportunity to promote the benefits of their product but may not tell the whole story about
what the food contains, such as high fat, sugar or sodium (salt) levels. Parents are often left feeling confused about what is really
healthy for their child.

Advocacy group The Parents Jury’s campaign for Improved Food Labelling Systems informs and empowers Australian parents to learn
about the types of information that appear on food packaging, to understand labelling regulations, and to practice reading food labels at
home with their families.

It is important that parents are able to trust the nutrition information they find on food packaging because Nutrition Information Panels,
nutrition claims and endorsement ‘stamps’ all influence the purchases that parents make on behalf of their children, for better or worse.
The Parents Jury’s campaign advocacy kit contains information about the different types of information that appear on food packaging
such as ingredients lists, Nutrition Information Panels and nutrition claims. It teaches parents how to interpret food labels and to read
between the lines of potentially misleading claims and endorsements. The kit also contains lots of handy tips, resources and Internet links
to help parents and children make ongoing healthy food choices.
