Term Report s

The introduction to the school of year long subjects as
part of the Refreshed Curriculum Model this year has
also brought about changes in school reporting. The
school no longer issues a Term 3 Report, given that
Parent Teacher Interviews take place early in Term 3
and that subject and teacher change is now minimal
for most students. Parents may still request
information from the school about their child’s
progress at any time.

There is solid rationale behind the move to year long
subjects. It is hoped that the extended time available in
each subject class will promote the teacher student
relationship as the key ingredient in quality learning.
The extended time allocation also facilitates a more in
depth and rigorous study of curriculum concepts and
consequently a smoother transition into the Senior
Phase of Schooling.

Year Twelve Final W eeks

The next few weeks are extremely important for our
Year 12s as they sit for their final exams and prepare
for their graduation from secondary school. The
school has set very clear expectations on student
behaviour for these final weeks. It is a time that should
be enjoyed and celebrated by all members of the
Centenary school community and will be if we all
respect the rights of others.
Behaviour to and from School

It is concerning that a small number of students have
simply been “doing the wrong thing” in their travel to
and from school. I have received a number of
complaints about behaviour in recent weeks. It is
timely therefore to remind all members of our
community that the School’s Responsible Behaviour
Plan applies to travel to and from school and is
supported by the current Education Act.

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Year 9 and 10 German students, whose language
skills are improving daily, are studying endangered
species. Using language they have acquired earlier in
the semester, they are well into their assessment item,
the construction of a computer game. The task
requires them to design, plan and create an
educational computer game showcasing the plight of
species in danger across the globe. A range of options
allows for the use of various levels of language and
skills. The software we are using (for the first time!) is
from a Victorian Education Department site and
students have shown their commitment to their study
of German over the last couple of lessons by
persisting through a few technical glitches!

Year 11 and 12 German students are immersed in
German culture & history this term. They have
completed a number of assessment tasks already and
are currently researching famous German-speaking
cultural figures to present orally, as their final piece for
this term. Access to sites in the German Internet
domain assists in gathering bona fide information. In
doing so, students are also exposed to examples of
authentic language use, which is invaluable when
drafting their assessment script.
