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From the Principal
School Formal

Congratulations to our Year 12s and their families on a
wonderful school formal night at the Royal on the Park.
The night had a great feel to it and was a fitting end of
school event to our graduating seniors. The success
of the night was a testament to the organisational skills
of Year 12 Coordinator Ms Margaret Ferguson and the
Year 12 Council.

Attendance - a Key Ingredient to Success

The end of the school year period often sees student
non-attendance figures climb. The Government’s
Every Day Counts program underlines the importance
of school attendance. Research clearly shows that
higher rates of attendance at school are related to
higher achievement.

The school will be providing a structured program of
meaningful learning activities for students in the last
few weeks of the school year. Students will be
involved in subject assessment in the second last
week of the school year before engaging in the
school’s alternative activity program in the last week.
The school has limited excursions in this week to the
single activity in order to focus on school based
learning programs and to minimise costs to families.
It's important that all students maintain their attendance
for the duration of this program and resist the
temptation of a “day off”.

Behaviour to and from School - BUS

Itis concerning that a small number of students have
simply been “doing the wrong thing” in their travel to
and from school. | have received a number of
complaints about behaviour in recent weeks. Itis
timely therefore to remind all members of our
community that the School's Responsible Behaviour
Plan applies to travel to and from school and is
supported by the current Education Act. Additionally
under the Transport Act students who contravene the
Code of Conduct for school students travelling on
buses may be refused permission to travel on
designated school buses.

OneSchool

End of Semester Reports will be generated by the
OneSchool information system for the firsttime in
December. The comprehensive nature of OneSchool
will facilitate greater consistency across all schools in
information collection and dissemination.

Centenary in Hansard

Great to see the school get a mention in Hansard
recently. Local member for Mount Ommaney Mrs Julie
Attwood tabled a report about the school’s
involvement in a Main Roads planning study. Two
classes of Year 11 and 12 undertook a field trip to
Bardon in August and participated in a community
consultation process. Valuable learning as we
endeavour to build sustainable communities.
Congratulations to Ms Deb Mansini and Mrs Leanne
Nicholson for initiating this valuable learning
experience.

National Curriculum

Changes are afoot with the proposed introduction of a
National Curriculum in identified core curriculum areas
in 2011.

As this will be our last newsletter entry this year, |
would like to wish all students and their families a very
happy holiday season. Students and staff have been
very busy with end of year assessment and are all,
I’'m sure, looking forward to a well earned rest.

Special Achievements

There are some excellent recent achievements to
report on. First of all, | would like to congratulate Laura
Hanley on becoming the 2008 recipient of the
University of Queensland Humanities Award at
Presentation Night. A great achievement, Laura! In
addition to this award, Laura was also the recipient of
the Centenary Suburbs RSL Sub-Branch Educational
Bursary for 2008. Mr Mal Lancaster, President of the
Sub-Branch, presented Laura with her $1000 cheque
at our school assembly. Laura is already busy
developing further close contacts with the RSL for the
benefit of members of the Centenary community.

Year 11 and 12 Geography students and teachers
were also the recipients of awards on assembly last
week. On behalf of the Minister for Main Roads, the
Honourable Mr Warren Pitt, Ms Julie Attwood, our local
Member of Parliament, presented all Year 11 & Year 12
Senior Geography students and teachers with
Certificates of Achievement. The certificates
recognise their initiative in establishing a partnership
between the Humanities Faculty and the Department of
Main Roads to report on a planning study by Main
Roads into traffic congestion at the intersection of
MacGregor & Jubilee Terraces at Bardon. The Project
Manager Mr David Wilson was most impressed with
the depth of the students’ knowledge and the
enthusiasm with which they approached this complex
issue.

Students gain a great deal of first hand knowledge in
an issues-based subject like Geography by working in
a real life situation. Their written report was based on
the field work they undertook on site in Bardon, where
a number of planning proposals had been put forward
by Main Roads for community feedback. Students
surveyed local residents and business owners who
will be affected by future road upgrades. Students
came to their decision based on an in depth analysis
of the issue and made their own recommendations.
They justified their decision using criteria, similar to
those which Main Roads apply, when planning.

Students undertook the roles of town planners,
communications officers, engineers and other
professionals as well as gaining an insight into how
government works. To come into contact with the real
world is an invaluable experience and can lead to
future career opportunities. Main Roads was also
pleased to be able to work in partnership with the
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students, under the guidance of Senior Geography
teachers Leanne Nicholson & Debra Mansini to
achieve what, according to Ms Attwood, is a “win-win
result”. She congratulated the Humanities Faculty on
its initiative in seeking to collaborate in this way.

Adetailed report back to State Parliament about our
involvement in the planning study and the certificate
presentation by Julie Attwood to our Senior
Geography students is available as an extract in the
November 11th edition of Hansard.

Tourism

This year has also seen the successful introduction of
the Certificate Il in Tourism (Operations) that we co-
deliver with Southbank Institute of Technology.
Students in Year 11 have been developing their
employability skills particularly in relation to working in
a socially diverse environment and communicating on
the telephone. The have also learned about the
Tourism industry itself and the diversity of opportunity
it offers. Students participating in this qualification
have gained a variety of skills that will prepare them
for working within the Tourism and Hospitality
industries. They particularly enjoyed the excursions
that assisted in connecting their practical skills to the
real world. Next year students will continue learning
about the Tourism industry with particular emphasis
on advising clients on overseas destinations, receiving
reservations and processing financial transactions.
One of the highlights of next year will be the Overseas
Travel Expo.

It has been a very productive and prolific year for
Year 10 Tourism too! Abrand new Tourism course
was developed to prepare students for the Certificate
Il'in Tourism (Operations) qualification available to
studentsin Years 11 and 12.

Tourism students have had a lot of fun this year,
gaining valuable knowledge about the Tourism industry
(including communications skills that will benefit
students regardless of whether they intend to
continue studies in Tourism after their school years).
One very important skill that has been fostered, during
this course, is how to work with customers and
colleagues, which in today’s team oriented work
place, is a necessity. Students have demonstrated
their understanding of how to handle customer
complaints by creating a role-play whereby they
displayed their ability to address problems effectively.
Their exam included Tourism workplace scenarios
with students having to decide, on the spot, how to
handle the situations using the theories discussed in
class. Students have also created tailor-made
holidays and itineraries as part of assessment. Their
data management skills and general world knowledge
have greatly benefitted from this activity. They have
learnt about many national and international attractions
in terms of location and popularity, which has given
them a better understanding of the wonderful world of
travel. With the Tourism industry burgeoning more and
more every year, we strongly recommend this
preparation course as a means of developing an
appreciation for the Tourism industry and the wide
range of career opportunities available. One Tourism
student said:

“I love this subject... We get to investigate
individually, places that interest us so it's never
boring, and | have learnt so much about not only
destinations, but how to deal with customers which
are two of the most important parts of being a travel
agent!
