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From the Principal

Term 4 ...

For generations of Brisbane students the flowering of
jacaranda trees and the onset of warmer weather has
been synonymous with end of year exams. For our
Year 12 students in particular the next few weeks will
be demanding as they prepare for final assessment. It
is important that all students maintain their focus on
school work and the expectations of the school in
regards to attendance and behaviour to maximise their
opportunity for success.

Year Nine NAPLAN T ests

In May, all students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 across
Australia participated in the first common national tests
for reading, writing, language conventions and
numeracy.

The NAPLAN tests differ from the previous state
based tests in that they were not directly referenced
to state curriculum documents. The major references
for the NAPLAN tests were the National Statements of
Learning for English and Statements of Learning for
Mathematics.

| am pleased to report that Centenary SHS has
performed well as a school cohort with the school
means being above state means in all four areas of
assessment. Whilst this is a simplistic use of the test
results, the school will be examining the full data in
detail as a means of informing teaching practice to
improve student outcomes.

Anumber of students received outstanding results: A
testament to their ability and application as well as
engaging curriculum and quality teaching.

Step Destination Survey

Each year Education Queensland conducts a survey
with students who have left state schools the
previous year upon the completion of Year 12. The
report pertaining to Centenary SHS is now available
for viewing on the school’s website. It is extremely
useful as a school planning guide. 82.6% of past
students responded to the survey to provide
information about their destination six months after
leaving school.

In 2008, 64.5% of young people who completed their
Year 12 at Centenary State High School in 2007
continued in some recognised form of education and
training in the year after they left school. The most
common study destination was university (44.0%).
The combined VET study destinations accounted for
20.5% of respondents, including 11.4% in campus-
based VET programs, with 6.0% of Year 12
completers entering programs at Certificate IV level or
higher; 9% commenced employment-based training,
either as an apprentice (6.6%) or trainee (2.4%).

In addition to the above study destinations, a further
4.8% of respondents from this school deferred a
tertiary offer in 2008; 35.5% did not enter post-school
education or training, and were either employed
(28.9%), seeking work (4.8%) or neither studying nor
in the labour force (1.8%).

The most common area of study for our 2007 school
leavers were Creative Arts, Health, Management and
Commerce and Engineering and related Technologies.

The main industry groups for our school leavers who
gained employment were Retail Trade, Accommodation
and Food Services and Construction.

Student Achievement

In the shorttime | have been at Centenary | have been
impressed with the quality and breadth of the
curriculum on offer. The school has students
experiencing a range of learning experiences across
diverse pathways. The school has placed particular
focus in the current Operational Plan on accredited
learning. Some of the student achievements have
been outstanding.

Recently some of our Year 11 students participated in
the Young Achievement Australia Business Skills
Program. Their endeavour in creating and running a
very real enterprise has been recognised with a
nomination to the YAA Regional Finals. Their Product
Launch and Information Night was certainly a
professional affair and very much a validation of real
life learning.

In schools, as in life, these last months of the year are
even busier than those that come before.

Subject Selection Processes

All students should have now submitted their
preferences for study in 2009 with Year 8 and 9
forms due last Friday, 17 October. Any current Year
10s who needed to make adjustments to their study
program have done so and we are working through
the process of allocating Year 8s and 9s to their future
classes. When we cannot meet all of a student’s
requests, perhaps due to very large or very small
numbers, we will interview those few students to find
a satisfactory course. Students will then need to
discuss any changes with parents and return a new
signed form as soon as possible. Generally we can
meet the preferences of a very high proportion of
students.
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Senior Students ... The Final Weeks

As most students prepare for new subjects and
challenges at Centenary State High School next year,
our Year 12s are completing their five year academic
journey with us. This is an important time both
academically and in terms of their transitions beyond
school.

Amajor event is the final Year 12 exam block which
takes place from Monday 10 November to Wednesday
19 November with exams, practicals and assignments
contributing to students’ exit results. Any necessary
catch up exams due to student iliness will take place
on Monday 17 during an afternoon session or
Tuesday 18 November during a morning session.
Students have already been notified of their exam
dates and times. Itis an Education Queensland
requirement that all Year 12 students complete CPR
training. CPR Training and a graduation practice will
be scheduled within the exam timetable block. Itis
compulsory for students to attend both the CPR
training and the graduation practice.

Year 12 clearance forms will be handed out on
Monday 27 October and must be submitted by COB
Monday 17 November. These forms necessitate the
return of all school resources (including musical
instruments), the payment of outstanding fees and the
explanation of previously unexplained absences.

After the excitement of the School Formal at the Royal
on the Park on Wednesday 19 November, we will
proudly farewell our Year 12 students at their
Graduation on Friday 21 November. Invitations for the
Graduation ceremony have been sent to families and
the RSVP date is Monday 10 November. The
Graduation Ceremony will commence at 9am — guests
are requested to be seated by 8.45.

Year 11 students are working hard this last term with
their last day in classes being Wednesday 19
November. There will be a Biology exam in the last
session on that day. The Exam block then continues
until Friday 28 November, the final day for Year 11s for
the year. Please note that if students miss an exam
due to iliness and cannot make up this exam during the
block, catch up exams will be held on Monday 1
December, after other Year 11s have departed or on
the afternoon of Thursday 27 November, if the student
is not scheduled for another exam at that time.

Student Leadership Roles

We are currently selecting our School Captains and
Vice Captains for 2009. They will be announced and
presented to the school community at Presentation
Evening on Thursday 30 October.

Anumber of our Year 10 students are going through a
selection process to be trained as mentors to support
the newest members of our school community during
Term 1, our 2009 Year 8 students.

Term 4 always goes by very quickly. Students are
already moving steadily through their culminating units
for the year.

As is our usual policy, | have included snapshots from
several of the subjects that make up our diverse
Humanities Department. Both these reports involve
activities outside the classroom. As a faculty we offer
students opportunities to experience real life learning
in a variety of situations. The students in both groups
were excellent ambassadors for our school.

Yr 11 & 12 Geography Main Roads Planning
Study

As part of a study into sustainability, Year 11 & 12
Geography students went across town on a field trip
to examine the MacGregor/Jubilee Terrace intersection
in Bardon. They spoke on site to the Main Roads
project team about a current road planning study. They
quizzed Mr David Wilson, Project Manager, on issues
covering their current unit on planning & development,
with an emphasis on transport issues. Mr Wilson said
he was “looking forward to their report on their
analysis of the study”. It was a valuable exercise to
have a real project to study, and students carried out a
number of real life field investigations including traffic
counts on-site and interviews with local business
owners and residents to get their views of the
transport and road situation.

We would like to thank the Department of Main Roads
for assisting these students. This study was
deliberately chosen as we feel it is vital to link
schoolwork with the world outside. Showing the
students how their schoolwork can be applied
enhances their future career opportunities in areas like
engineering, town planning and project management.
Main Roads complimented the students on their
initiative and enthusiasm. They added that the
department is always looking for such students as
(future) professionals to contribute to the development
of Brisbane.

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positively contribute to Australian society.

The most interesting aspect of the women'’s stories is
how they have had to overcome significant cultural
difference in order to run the restaurant. Their biggest
barrier was the language; many of them could not
speak English and found it extremely difficult to interact
with others.

It was a great opportunity for students to experience
first hand the different cultures and learn for
themselves how cultural barriers can be overcome.
One student even commented “| thought it was a great
experience because we got to experience traditional
African food and learn about different peoples way of
living.”

The Year 9 students have a busy few weeks ahead
of them. This week students will be completing their
trial QCATs (Queensland Comparable Assessment
Tasks) in Science. These tasks are designed to
provide information to teachers, students, parents and
carers about what students know, understand and
can apply regarding the Essential Learnings. Italso
provides information to teachers to support
consistency in the way they make judgments about
the quality of student work.

With only one term to go before the Year 9s transform
into Year 10s, the topic of subject selection should
have been discussed. Students completed their
subject selection preference forms last term which
provided the school with information regarding the
number of classes that may be needed for 2009. In
the next week students will receive the actual subject
selection form. Itis essential that parents and
guardians discuss subject selections with students so
that the choices that they make are informed.

The subjects that students choose should link directly
to their Senior subjects. Many of the subjects
introduce them to the topics and types of assessment
tasks they may encounter in Years 11 & 12. This
means they will need to choose their subjects
carefully based on:

1. Theirinterests,
2. The subjects in which they gained good grades,

3. The subjects they need to do to pursue their
career choice or to keep their options open,

4. Information in the Subject Description Handbook.

Students were provided with a Subject Description
Handbook last term that they were asked to use when
filling out their Preference Forms. These should be
used again if their subject selections have changed.
Careful decision making makes the transition from Year
9 to Year 10 much easier when our students are not
changing subjects at the beginning of Year 10 due to
poor choices.

Do you know about the Education T ax Refund?

What the Education Tax Refund (ETR) provides

Delivering on the Rudd Government’s election
commitment and building on the Education Revolution,
the Education Tax Refund (ETR) aims to help families
with children undertaking primary or secondary school
studies meet the costs of school education. Together
with other measures in ‘ATax Plan for Australia’s
Future’, the ETR will ease cost of living pressures for
working families and enhance access to Australia’s
world-class school education system.

Under the Government’s 50 per cent ETR, eligible
families will be able to claim:

a 50% refundable tax offset every year for up to $750
for each child undertaking primary school (thatis, a
refund of up to $375 per child, per year);

a 50% refundable tax offset every year for up to
$1500 for each child undertaking secondary school
(thatis, a refund of up to $750 per child, per year).

A typical family with a child undertaking primary school
and another child undertaking secondary school can
receive up to $1,125 each year.

Who will benefit?

Approximately 1.3 million families (with 2.7 million
students) will be eligible so please start saving your
education receipts now.
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Eligibility to claim the ETR

Those entitled to Family Tax Benefit Part A (FTB Part
A) who have children undertaking primary or
secondary school studies for the relevant financial
year.

Parents with school children undertaking primary or
secondary school studies who would be an eligible
child for FTB Part A purpose, but for the fact that the
child received payments or allowances from Youth
Allowance, Disability Support Pension, ABSTUDY,
the Veterans’ Children Education Scheme or the
Military Rehabilitation and Compensation Act 2004.

School children undertaking primary or secondary
school studies, who are assessed as independent
of their parents, or are in receipt of one of these
payment or allowances are also eligible.

Families with registered home-schooled students
can also claimthe ETR.

Eligible Expenses

Eligible expenses are items that support a child
during school and improve the quality of education.

For the purpose of the ETR, eligible educational
expenses are laptops; home computer and
associated costs (including repair and running costs
of computer equipment and lease costs); home
internet connection; printers; paper; education
software; school textbooks and material (including

prescribed textbooks); associated learning materials;
study guides; stationery; and prescribed trade tools.

Commencement of the ETR

The refundable tax offset will apply to eligible
expenses incurred from 1 July 2008. Parents cannot
claim the offset in 2008, but should start keeping
records after 1 July 2008 to make their claim in their
2008-9 income tax return.

Claiming the ETR

Parents can simply claim the refund against eligible
expenses incurred from 1 July 2008, when they
complete their 2008-9 income tax return.

Parents and eligible independent students who do not
ordinarily lodge an income tax return can also claim the
refund through the Australian Taxation Office.

For those who are not required to complete an income
tax return, a separate form will be available so the
refund can be claimed at the end of the 2008-9
financial year.

Evidence to Support an ETR Claim

Claimants are expected to retain receipts for the
purchases of items for which they intend to claim the
ETR
