Last year Centenary State High School was given a great compliment when the school was invited to join Education Queensland’s
International Students Program.

This is a key new direction for us, providing the opportunity to further build our school as an International community, increasing global and
future opportunities for all our students.

Through studying together, enjoying all aspects of Australian school life together, through sharing each other’s cultures, our students are
connected to others who'll return to live in diverse parts of the world. Many will retain these connections and friendships into adulthood,
forever changing their views of China or Iran or Germany.

The International Students Program involves young people from overseas studying in our state schools and state high schools, for either
one year or for extended periods with the aim of completing Year 12 and gaining an OP. Most of these students will homestay with local
families, though some live with extended family members.

After applying and being accepted into the Program, we've been working to prepare ourselves for our new students. Jane Campbell, our
Homestay Coordinator has organised homestay families, matching them to the students, most of whom will arrive between October and
December. They will firstly take extensive English preparation courses at Indooroopilly SHS or Mitchelton SHS, before joining us in the New
Year.

So far, we have 16 students keen to join us from China, Vietham and Iran. The
school has a staged plan to manage our involvement with a limit of 25 students set
for 2009. We'll then review both the success and capacity of our initiatives and may
in the longer term, extend our program to further students.

We believe the Program will add cultural richness to our school. Over time the fees
paid by International students will be used to support their particular needs but will
also provide funding for programs and facilities that advantage all our students.

We will also need to meet the 15 standards of the National Code of Practice in order
to gain Full Accreditation. This process is a good check of our school’s policies and
procedures and ensures we're working at best practice level.

In July we welcomed our first student, Srina Pan from China into Year 10. In January,
we will have other students and will be well on our way to becoming a truly
International School.

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Child Protection Week

7-13 September 2008

Personal Safety and Protective Behaviours

National Child Protection Week (7—13 September 2008)
provides an opportunity for adults to reinforce key
messages about protective behaviours (feeling, acting
and being safe) in an age-appropriate way. While
schools have a key role to play in this regard, we also
acknowledge that parents and carers have a shared
responsibility to address this topic within the home
setting. To assist with this educative process, outlined
below are some suggestions which may be of
assistance:

“  Attempt to achieve a balance between being
alarmist / over-emphasising the subject of
“stranger danger” and avoiding the issue all
together. A realistic balance is suggested. It should
also be kept in mind that children are more likely to
experience abuse from a person who is known to
them (such as a relative, friend or family
acquaintance).

Distinguish the difference between danger (feeling
unsafe), “risk-taking” and fear (being afraid about
something).
Stress to children that everyone has the right to
feel safe - at and on the way to and from school,
at home and within their community.
Discuss with children how to recognise if they are
feeling unsafe. Discuss the difference between
safe and unsafe, and if possible use practical
(real-life) examples to clarify children’s
understanding.
Highlight basic safety behaviours such as going
straight home from school, walking in groups
(safety in numbers), avoiding bushland and other
isolated areas as much a possible. Recent
research has found that younger children are not
good at understanding this concept of risk, and
will often still approach and engage with
strangers. Regular revisiting of this topic is
important.
Establish a personal action plan if approached by
astranger.
1. Don’'tengage in any conversation with
them. Move away.
2. Ifastranger does approach you and you
feel unsafe, what will you do? [Drop your
school bag and run, scream for help (what
words to use?), where to go? identify
people who you can trust (teachers,
known neighbours and friends, the
police)].
3. Safe places you can go on the way home
when you feel threatened or unsafe.
4. Whatto do if they come across a friend or
another child who is at risk (how to help
the other person without becoming a
potential victim themselves).
Ensure that your child is able to recall up to date
and accurate contact numbers for home and
parents/carers workplaces to provide to a teacher
or police officer if an incident does occur going to
or from school.

Some other suggestions include:

“ Tryto let the school know if you will be late
collecting children after school so that they can
wait in a safe location within the school.

If at all possible, arrange for younger students to
travel to and from school with a trusted adult, or at
least an older student.

Be careful about displaying your child’'s name
prominently on the outside of school bags, on
caps and school clothing. This information can
easily be misused by a stranger to gain a child’'s
trust.

Revisit the subject of personal safety and
protective behaviours on a regular basis to stress
the importance of always being vigilant around
strangers.

Feeling Safe - Promoting Self Protection

Many parents and carers are concerned about
children’s safety. This is a valid concern as statistics
on sexual assault show the issue is very real. Sexual
assault is against the law. Itincludes any sexual
contact with a child and showing a child sexual acts
or material. Sexual assault can happen to any child.
Some children have a higher risk of being sexually
assaulted. These may include children with a disability,
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander children, refugee
children, children of sole parent families and children
of parents who have alcohol abuse, substance abuse
or psychiatric problems.

Itis important for every child and family to learn self
protection skills. Avoid talking only about “stranger
danger” to prevent sexual assault occurring with
children. Perpetrators of sexual assault are most
commonly people who are known to the victim/
survivor because of their relationships or employment.
Giving children information and skills about self
protection can help. Learning about self protection
includes:
©  selfesteem

assertiveness

body awareness

understanding feelings

understanding relationships

identifying the rules about touch

knowing what to do if the rules are broken

When to start

Children are never too young to learn about being
safe. Children with learning difficulties and disabilities
can and should learn from an early age.
How to help:
“ make time to talk
make time to listen
acknowledge feelings
believe in and respect your child
remind them that you are always there if they
need you
teach self protection skills
celebrate your child and let them know you love
them

What to teach

There are many resources available for teaching self
protection skills for example, parents can use the FPQ
booklet, | have the right to be safe, to help teach the
following topics.

Students
will be notified when results become available. This
usually occurs after the mid-semester holidays.

Girls Solving it for Themselves

Ms Tubb is working with a group of Junior girls from
Years 8 and 9 in the annual competition which involves
problem solving activities incorporating both
Mathematics and Science skills. Teamwork is another
important aspect of this activity. Students have been
invited to attend based on their performance in both
subject areas. Thank you to Ms Tubb for coordinating
this activity.

Subject Selection

Year 10 students have been involved in choosing an
appropriate Senior Mathematics subject as part of the
SET plan process. Since the Senior QCE requires that
each student has a Numeracy ‘tick’, it is important that
their choice is realistic and based on their performance
at Year 10 level. Mentoring teachers have done a
great job in assisting the students with this process.
While we encourage students to aim high, they should
have been doing high level Mathematics (MTA10) and
achieving success in that subject before choosing
Mathematics B for Year 11. If results have been
borderline to date, evidence of success on the
upcoming mid-semester test would be a positive
indicator of their ability and commitment.

If you have any concerns about appropriate subject
choice, our Guidance team can be consulted by
appointment.
