From the Principal

The first few days of the school year are a distant
memory as the term charges on. The school is a hive
of activity at present with excursions, rehearsals and
sporting events aplenty. | hope that all students have
settled back into the routine of school and are working
diligently.

Medication

A reminder please for families with a student who
requires medication during the school day. Often
medication is likely to be associated with health
conditions such as epilepsy, diabetes, asthma,
anaphylaxis, cystic fibrosis and ADHD. Many other
conditions may also require medication during school
hours. School staff can assist with administering this
medication though it is necessary for families to
provide a written request and provide the medication.
The medication must have an original pharmacy label
detailing the name of the person authorised to take the
medication, the dosage, time to be taken and the
medical practitioner's name. School staff must then
follow the directions on the original label attached to
the medication container. In the case of “over the
counter medications” families will still need to provide a
written request and since there will not be a pharmacy
label detailing the name of the person authorised to
take the medication, dosage, time to be taken and
medical practitioner's name, a letter from a medical
practitioner will need to be provided to authorise
administration of this medication. Please note there
are situations where students self-administer
medication. If this is the situation please contact the
school with this request so that we are aware of the
situation and that we can negotiate a safe and
supportive plan.

If your student has a serious health issue please
ensure that the school is aware of any emergency
support your student may need. Please also ensure
that if you provide the school with emergency
medication, such as an EpiPen, that expiry dates are
kept in mind and new medication provided in a timely
fashion. Thank you for your continuing support
around these issues.

National Assessment Program - Literacy and
Numeracy (NAPLAN)

All of our Year 9 students are expected to sit the
National Assessment Program — Literacy and
Numeracy (NAPLAN) tests scheduled for May 12, 13
and 14. These tests provide an important measure of
how all Australian students are performing in Literacy
and Numeracy. These tests help families compare the
performance of their child with that of other students
in their state or territory across Australia.

The best preparation for students is the quality
teaching and learning practices that occur in our
everyday classroom settings. However, to ensure
that our students are familiar with the types of
guestions and the more formal conditions of this
assessment we wil have a practice assessment
beforehand. Students will have the opportunity to
complete the assessment and then have feedback
from their classroom teachers. We are currently
supporting our students, through quality teaching
practices, to prepare for this assessment. The five
common national tests are Reading, Writing, Language
Conventions (Spelling, Grammar and Punctuation) and
Numeracy (Calculator Allowed Test and a Non-
Calculator Test). These tests occur for all students in
Years 3,5, 7 and 9.

Queensland Certificate of Education

The beginning of the school year provides us with an
opportunity to help students set their goals for the rest
of this year and to ensure that where possible we
help students to improve their educational outcomes.
Currently we are reviewing the progress of our Year
12 students against the criteria for students to attain
the Queensland Certificate of Education (QCE). We
are checking student progress with literacy, numeracy
and possible credits. Credits can be gained by all of
our school programs including Authority Subjects,
Authority-Registered Subjects, Non-Authority
Subjects, VET certificates and School Based
Apprenticeships. Many other programs also can
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contribute to the QCE. More information about QCE
can be gained from the Queensland Studies Authority
Website - http://www.gsa.gld.edu.au If you have any
questions about your student’s progress, please
contact our Guidance Counsellors for help.

Year 10 Pathways Night for Parent s

These Student Education and Training Plans are crucial
documents that reflect an individual's achievements
and skills and the research they have done to plan
their future learning and training pathways. The plan is
not simply a piece of paper but the end product of a
good career education process and the roadmap for
future learning in regard to your student, information
vital to their SET Plans.

ESL Support for Students

We have recently welcomed Ms Jody Siong as our
new English as a Second Language (ESL) teacher.
She is in our school two days a week, on
Wednesdays and Fridays and is joined by our ESL
teacher-aide, Janet Hill, on Fridays. Both Jody and
Janet work in our classes with ESL students to
support their language acquisition in mainstream
classes. They also provide additional assignment
support on Wednesday and Friday mornings, from
8:00am to 9:00am, in the ESL room, HU12.

Study Tips

By now many of you will be well and truly into your
study routine. However, if you are unsure about how
to get started on a study timetable or where to find
your motivation, here are some study tips and helpful
websites.

1. Make a study timetable you can stick to: Work out
how much time your homework, revision and
assignments will take and plan a weekly study
timetable as well as a term planner. If you schedule
study time just as your class time is scheduled, you'll
find it becomes much less of a hassle in the long run.

2. Review your notes everyday: Spending some
time each day on revision is easier and more effective
than cramming the night before an exam.

3. Take breaks (and rewards!): Rewards will help
reinforce what you are doing. Study for one hour then
grab a snack for 5 minutes — it's more sustainable and
enjoyable.

4. Find the right time: You'll work more efficiently if
you figure out when you do your best work. For
example, you do Maths better earlier in the day.

5. Make a“To Do list everyday: Put things that are
most important at the top of the list and do them first.
Break hard tasks into smaller pieces.

6. It's okay to say “no™: You don't have to go to

every party and join every group. Stick to your
priorities.

7. Letothers know your schedule: If you are being
interrupted by phone calls, tell your mates that you will
only take social calls from 7 to 8pm.

8. Schedule in fun, fitness and relaxation: Finding a
balance in life between work and play is healthier and
easier in the long-term. If you spend all your time on a
relationship or a game, you can see how easy itis to

become out of balance.

9. Getagood night's sleep and eat well: Running on
empty makes the day seem longer and your tasks
seem more difficult and you will be more susceptible to
getting sick.

10. Seek advice when you are not coping or when
you want to learn a better way of doing things. There
are many people who can offer good advice and
support such as your parents, carers, older brothers
and sisters, Teachers, Guidance Officers and friends.

Amental health presentation for Year 12 students

Unless you know where to look, most people don't
know how to access appropriate information relating
to health. The internet seems to be where most young
people access their information these days and even
then, how do you know that you are accessing a
reputable site? When it comes to something as
important as your mental health, you want to make
sure you are.

On leaving high school they will also leave behind
many of their support networks including friends,
teachers, even the school structure and routine that
provides support by being a constant and familiar
presence in their lives. Some of these young people
may also, for many reasons, leave the support of their
families and extended networks. The loss of these
supports and the increased stresses of pursuing their
future may, for some, increase their vulnerability to
mentaliliness.

There are a few very important points that need to be
addressed here:

1) The earlier someone receives treatment for a
mental health issue the better the outcomes for their
recovery (from evidence based research)

2) In Queensland young people are seen far too late
into their illness - this trend needs to be changed. (See
point 1)

3) Mental lliness still has a certain stigma attached to it
and there is a great deal of misinformation in relation to
illness and treatment. Most of it comes from ignorance
or misinformation.

The Early Psychosis Team from the Princess
Alexandra Hospital Metro South District- Division of
Mental Health visited our school on Monday, 23
February. The team addressed Year 12 students,
providing them with specific information regarding
psychotic illnesses.

Psychosis is a condition involving some loss of reality.
Three in 100 young people will experience symptoms.
Psychosis can happen to anyone.

Risk factors include:

Adolescence/young adulthood

Life events (stress)

Substance abuse

Family history
The aim of this health promotion strategy is to
encourage young people to care for their mental
health. Seeking help early is particularly important:
“Intervene early and intervene well”.

Following the presentation there was an opportunity
for questions from the audience.

One week after the presentation a member of the team
will return to the school to provide a follow up
appointment with any individual students who have
further concerns and questions. These clinics will be
run in conjunction with the SBYHN.

The student support team are aware that some
students are living with their own or family member’s
mental health issues. We would like to offer support to
any student who found the information presented
difficult to hear. There are members from the student
support team available to any student who requires
some time to talk.

Training Centre (CSTC) and advised that they are
offering a number of Certificate | courses, again, in
20009.

Certificate | in Resources and Infrastructure
Operations is a prevocational course directed at those
individuals who have expressed an interestin a
vocation in the civil construction industry but need
some reservations appeased before committing to a
traineeship/apprenticeship.

Students will study at the CSTC Salisbury campus, one
day a week, for approximately 15 weeks.

At the conclusion of the course, successful students
will be awarded a Certificate 1 in Resources and
Infrastructure Operations, a General Safety Induction
Card (Blue Card) and a Senior FirstAid Certificate. All
gualifications are transferable into further Civil
Construction qualifications and will attract creditin
apprenticeships/traineeships.

The competitions are the ICASE Australian Schools
Science Competition, RACI Chemistry Competition and
the Rio Tinto Big Science Competition.

The Rio Tinto Big Science Competition provides a
stepping stone for students who are interested in
participating in the Biology, Chemistry and Physics
Olympiads qualifying exams.

Australian Science Olympiads

The Australian Science Olympiads program selects
and trains Australia’s teams competing in Biology,
Chemistry and Physics. National qualifying exams are
the first stage of the Olympiad program. To sit the
exams, students must be in Year 11 or below.
Registration must occur through the school. Interested
students can find more information and past papers on
the ASI website at www.asi.edu.au

Homework In Science

Homework is an essential aspect of consolidating
learning in science. Students will be given homework
following each of their science lessons. This
homework may include — revisiting work covered in
class, completing problems, answering questions from
the text book, completing worksheets, working on
assignments and practical reports, preparing
experiments, researching extra information.

Teachers are concerned many students still do not
have their text books and so are failing to complete
their assigned homework. Students who do not have
text books may access or borrow one from their class
teacher during the breaks so they may complete set
work.

Students having difficulty with their work should
access teacher assistance during breaks or during
Wednesday morning tutorials.

Failure to complete homework without a valid reason
may result in a detention with the class teacher or
Head of Department to catch up and complete the
missing work. Parents will be notified if students
continually fail to complete their homework.

Science and Maths T utorials
The Science and Maths Departments are offering a

tutorial every Wednesday morning between 8.00—
9.00 am. All students are welcome to attend. Teachers
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of Maths and all the Sciences will be available to assist
students who are having difficulties or who want to
check their understandings.
