The advent of the QCE
has reinforced the importance of standards in certilcation —
the failure to meet the standard, ie a C in a subject report ,
may well leave a student in jeopardy of not achieving the QCE
by Year 12 exit. Students who are exiting subjects need to do
so promptly to maximise their chances of success.

Assessment

There appears to be some confusion over the late submission
of student assessment work. Queensland Studies Authority
states in cases where students do not submit a response
to an assessment instrument by the due date, judgments
should be made using evidence available on or before the
due date. Students will not receive a grade for late submitted
assessment unless approval has been gained through the
school’'s Missed and Late Assessment Policy (pages 21-29
Student Diary).

Non submission of a single assessment item may lead to a
student not receiving credit for a Semester Unit.

(for teachers of vision impaired students) in Sydney earlier
this year, we received a request from seven itinerant teachers
(New South Wales speak for “Advisory Visiting Teachers”) from
northern New South Wales if they would be able to visit our
Unit and see our Expanded Core Curriculum program being
taught. They were most appreciative of the opportunity to
come and see, "rst hand, the programs we have in place as
they are keen to implement these ideas with their students.
This is very exciting for both vision impaired students and the
education personnel who teach them.

Nicole was also requested to give a presentation at the SPEVI
Conference held at the Disability Services Support Unit on
Tuesday, July 14. This function was held for teachers of
vision impaired students throughout Queensland and was,

once again, very well received by the teaching community
who attended. To see the enthusiasm and excitement with
which the Expanded Core Curriculum program is received
by other teachers of the vision impaired gives us con"dence
that the programs we are running here at Centenary SHS is
the direction in which vision impaired support teaching should
be heading. The anticipated outcomes of the Expanded Core
Curriculum program (which enables vision impaired students
to learn a set of unique skills which sighted students are able
to observe, imitate and undertake through the incidental
learning process) are that our vision impaired students will
become more independent, con"dent and capable comm unity
members.

How proud should we be of Carl Baird, a 12-year-old student
of Centenary? The answer is “very”!
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Carl recently took part in his second “Walk-4-Change” and
has assisted in raising over $5000 in the last two “Walk-4-
Change” events. These monies go towards retina research
(°nding a cure for a degenerative eye condition called retinitis
pigmentosa — a condition that slowly decreases vision and
contributes to night blindness and tunnel vision) and to other
local charities.

Carl was diagnosed with the condition at three years of age,
even though the condition is normally diagnosed when people
are in their 40s. Rather than sit back and wait for a cure, Carl
has decided to do something to speed the process along!

Carl has also been judged the South-West News/Springeeld
News Young Star Award Winner in the category of “Community”
for May/June 2009. Carl has been invited to attend a
presentation ceremony at Birch, Carroll & Coyle Cinemas,
Westeeld, Chermside on Tuesday, July 28.

Carl's success at this level qualiees him as a enalist for the
South-West News/Springeeld News Award. The overall
category winner will be announced at the Grand Final Awards
Night in June 2010.

I'm sure the whole school community wishes Carl the very best
of luck in the next stage of the competition, and congratulates
him on his “get-out-there-and-make-it-happen” attitude. Word
is that Carl is already planning his third “Walk-4-Change” next
year.

FROM THE SCHOOL NURSE

Matters of Substance

The new National Alcohol Guidelines are a welcome initiative,
especially since Australia is often recognised for a culture of
heavy drinking. There are four guidelines and they suggest a
more conservative approach to alcohol — it's not about what
you drink, it's about how you drink.

Guideline 2 is to reduce the risk of injury on a single occasion
of drinking.

It is a well documented fact that the risk of injury increases
with the amount of alcohol consumed.

Guideline 3 speciecally covers children and young people
under 18.

It states:

. For children and young people under 18 the safest
option is not to drink alcohol

. Children under the age of 15 are at the greatest
risk of harm from drinking alcohol

. For those aged 15-17 the safest option is to delay
the initiation of drinking alcohol.

This advice is based upon a growing body of evidence that
the risk of accidents, injuries, violence and self harm are high
among drinkers under the age of 18. Those under the age of
15 are more likely to experience risky or antisocial behaviour
connected to their drinking.

There is also signiscant evidence that shows the earlier
drinking is commenced, the greater the incidence of harmful
alcohol related behaviours as an adult.

In these modern times, it is also hard to comprehend that
people are still dying from alcohol-related illnesses.

The consumption of alcohol in large amounts can also have
effects across a range of areas for young people - physical,
psychological and sexual health are the major areas that are
impacted upon. There is also the issue of committing an
offence or becoming the victim of a crime.
