Starting Year 11 in 2003, I now had to think about what I wanted to do after school ! nished, which was not too far away. I had taken the Home 
Economics subject in Year 10 and found that I quite enjoyed it, but only the Hospitality side. When the opportunity to take the Hospitality 
Practices subject in Year 11 was offered, I was pleased, as this was speci! cally what I wanted to learn about. 

Over the course of Year 11 and Year 12, I found what the subject Hospitality Practices had to offer, was exactly what I was looking for. I had 
an understanding of what ‘hospitality’ was, but this course showed me it was that and much more. Also, the experience I gained in catering 
(preparing and serving food) for school events such as: the musical production “Spectacular Spectacular” and the opening of the Sports 
Centre and Performing Art Centre in April 2003; the annual Presentation Night in October 2003; the Year 12 Graduation in December 2003; 
and the opening of the Humanities Block in April 2004 gave me a great insight into what working in hospitality as a career option would be like.

In Year 12, I participated in the ‘Rising Chefs of Australia’ 2004 Culinary Competition sponsored by Les Toques Blanches Queensland and 
Simplot Australia held in May 2004. At the presentation in June, I was awarded a Bronze Medal for my effort in the competition. This was one 
of two highlights that show how studying Hospitality Practices helped me in reaching these achievements. The second highlight was winning 
a scholarship to study a Diploma of Hospitality Management valued at $15 000 at the Hospitality and Training Association. This gave me a 
deeper knowledge of all aspects which included twelve weeks work placement at a variety of large hotels in the city. 

A part-time job at the Riverglenn Conference Centre has widened my experience and now I am completing a Bachelor of International Hotel 
and Tourism Management degree majoring in Hotel and Events at the University of Queensland.

Without the great courses offered at Centenary High and the expertise of a dedicated teaching staff in the Hospitality area, I would not have 
been able to realise my dreams of working in this industry. It still amazes me how far I have come since ! rst learning about hospitality six 
years ago; who knows where I will be ! ve or ten years from now.

QCE Tracking

These interviews are designed to assist students achieve their 
Queensland Certi• cate of Education (QCE). Students  in Year 
11 and 12 who have not passed subjects in Semester 1 will be 
interviewed by Deputy Principals, Guidance Of• cers  and the Heads 
of Department. Students are expected to review their current 
situation, make changes if necessary and commit to an action 
plan that could assist in improving their results. Students and 
parents are welcome to make an appointment to talk to Guidance 
Of• cers. Students often make the mistake of remain ing in subjects 
that they are failing and only realise this when it is too late to make 
changes. Students in Years 11 and 12, to achieve a QCE, must be 
mindful of the following:
• Students must achieve a pass in at least one semester of 

English/English Communication
• Achieve a pass in at least one semester of Mathematics 

A or Mathematics B or Mathematics C or Prevocational 
Mathematics

• Must study at least three subjects/courses over two years (or 
equivalent)

• Achieve 20 credit points

Did you know that it is OK to ask for help? Rather than being a 
sign of weakness, it is in fact a sign of strength to admit that things 
are not under control or as you would like them to be, and to ask 
for help to make a change.

I was having a discussion with someone this week on this very 
topic. Experts estimate that teenagers are exposed to over 7000 
marketing images each day!! Advertising through means such 
as TV, radio, magazines, internet, sms and mobile advertising, 
billboards and signage, and the list goes on. These marketing 
images usually carry a very different message behind them. 
Something like, “Choose me and you will be the best. Don’t choose 
me and you lose.” Basically, a message that says, “Don’t screw 
up, don’t make a wrong decision, don’t be weak.”

While this type of advertising brings success to businesses, I 
wonder what long term message it is Embedding into our young 
people. Perhaps a message that encourages them to be silent 
when they need help, one that motivates them to bottle up hurt and 
misunderstanding inside themselves rather than openly express it.

If this were to be proven the case, what would we do? As 
individuals, as a school, as a community, how would we go about 
bolstering the con• dence and emotional core of our teenagers to 
take this marketing at its face value? How would we reclaim our 
culture over the voice of advertising?

Am I saying that this is a picture of the world we live in? Maybe. 
What do you think? Is this an accurate picture of our post-modern 
culture? Am I saying that advertising and marketing is all wrong? 
No, I’m not. What I am questioning more is, maybe its voice is 
a little too loud at the moment. A little bit like an unruly guest at 
the dinner table. 

When I think about issues like this, I am more thankful for the role 
of student services in the school and the part that chaplaincy has 
to play in that. We are in a privileged position of helping Centenary  
SHS students grow and excel in their studies and in their life. I 
am passionate about offering a service that is characterised for 
its unconditional nature.

HUMANITIES News
As the holidays approach, I’d like to wish all families a happy, 
safe and relaxing break. After the break all year levels, except 
Year 8s, will be continuing with their chosen Humanities subjects 
from Semester 1. Year 8s who have just completed a semester of 
Humanities will recommence their Humanities studies next year 
with the compulsory Year 9 Humanities course. Those students 
studying LOTE this semester will commence Year 8 Humanities 
next semester.

Year 8 students have recently been engaged in a unit called 
Generation Action. Miss Andrea Mestroni has contributed the 
report below on one of the recent activities.

Year 8 Humanities Excursion

On Tuesday May 12 and Thursday May 14, all Year 8 Humanities 
classes attended an excursion to Maiala National Park.  The 
purpose of the excursion was to extend their knowledge about 
subtropical rainforests, and for students to gain empathy about the 
importance of rainforests in preparation for their assessment.  For 
their assessment students had to take on the role of a developer, 
environmentalist, bushwalker, national parks and wildlife services, 
resident, local business, or a local councillor in a town meeting 
about the • ctitious development of a resort on the  border of Maiala 
National Park.
