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Year 12s QCS Practice

The Year 12 Queensland Core Skills Test (QCS Test)
will be held over two days on Tuesday September 1
and Wednesday September 2. This test is compulsory
for all Year 12 OP Eligible Students and optional for all
Year 12 OP Ineligible Students.  All Year 12 students
have had the opportunity to participate in a two-day
QCS Test Preparation Course presented by “Mighty
Minds”.  Students have reported that this program is of
great help to them in their test preparation. This
preparation is being supported by compulsory classes
held in Lesson 4 on Wednesday afternoons in Term 2
and Term 3 for all Year 12 students.  Students not
eligible for an OP and who do not want to sit the QCS
Test will be provided with a program designed to
support their transition into further study (eg TAFE)
and/or employment.

Immunisations

The Brisbane City Council immunisation program
continues on June 18. Year 8 students will receive
their Chicken Pox Immunisation and Year 8 Girls will
also receive their HPV (Human Papilloma Virus) Dose
2.  Last term all Year 8 students had the opportunity to
have Hepatitis B, Dose 1 and Year 8 Girls had the
opportunity to receive HPV Dose 1.  In order to receive
the vaccinations students had to return signed
consent forms to the school.  These forms were then
returned to the BCC. The deadline for return of forms
was February 6.  BCC will not vaccinate a student if a
signed consent form has not been handed in.  Further
immunisations will occur this year – Year 10 Boostrix

On March 5, 2009 Centenary State High school sent 30
Year 10 students to the Science and Engineering
Challenge. This is an annual competition run over five
single days and hosted by the University of
Queensland, and hotly contested by high schools and
colleges from around Brisbane.
Over the past few years Centenary developed a
reputation as a school with students who are capable
of thinking through complex issues and are able to
construct practical machines to solve everyday (and
sometimes futuristic) problems. The activities our
students tackled this year included the ever-popular
bridge building competition, the helium balloon and
hovercraft construction activities, the Roman
trebuchet and Mars rover constructions. A new task
involving designing and building a structure to take
maximum advantage of our Australian climate was
added to the list of challenges.

At the end of the day our girls were proud to walk up
to the podium and claim the prize for the best designed
and constructed eco-house (withstanding the
strongest wind, collecting the most rain water and
supporting the highest load on its roof). The boys also
walked away with the Mars-rover trophy, for a design
that allowed the rover to negotiate large obstacles
without losing its heavy loads.
Although the team as a whole did not win the overall
trophy for the day, every single student walked away
a winner for learning new skills, testing novel ideas
and making new friends.
The students were all appreciative of the effort Mr
Rossouw put in to make arrangements for the school’s
participation and for the parents and staff that
assisted with transporting the students. Next year
Centenary will attend with a new group of Year 10s
and claim the trophies for a few more events!
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will occur on  August 19 and Year 8 Hepatitis B Dose 2
and Year 8 Girls HPV Dose 3  will occur on November
5.  Questions about immunisations need to be directed
to the Brisbane City Council as the school does not
keep those records.

Different Types of Anxiety
Fears and Phobias

Very young children often develop fears and phobias.
These can be triggered by changes (going to
childcare, separating from a parent), or particular
things (spiders, snakes, monsters, etc). Fears like
these are common but with encouragement and
support most children learn to overcome their anxiety.
General Anxiety

Some youngsters feel anxious most of the time for no
apparent reason – it may be their temperament or may
be a pattern of behaviour that is shared by other
members of the family.

School-Related Anxiety
School refusal can be caused by anxiety – separating
from parents, fear of bullying, problems with
friendships, trouble with school work or teachers.
These are worth investigating
Home Related Anxiety

Family problems (money issues, squabbling,
separation/divorce), death of a family member or
friend, harsh discipline or a traumatic experience (e.g.
burglary) can be causes of anxiety (as well as
depression).

What are the Signs
¨ Feeling sick – stomach aches, headaches. Not

being able to stomach food
¨ Feeling tense, fidgety, needing to go to the toilet

often
¨ Feeling fearful or panicky, breathless, sweaty
¨ Being irritable, tearful, clingy or having sleeping

difficulties
Anxiety can limit a person’s experiences in life. It can
contribute to lack of confidence, loneliness, health
problems and learning difficulties. The emotional
effects if not remedied can be long lasting.
What to do
¨ Talk to your child – show your child that you care

and want to understand the reason for their
anxiety

¨ Give comfort, reassurance and practical help with
how to cope, e.g. change thinking to be more
positive

¨ There are children’s books to help with upsetting
things like divorce or death (ask your Guidance
Officer)

¨ Prepare your child for changes – talk to them about
what might happen and why

¨ For children with school/separation anxiety;
regular routines and consistency around sleep,
and getting ready for school, having breakfast, etc
will generally improve the outcome

¨ Be aware of  school or family situations that may
be creating worries for your child

¨ Be aware of your own anxiety and protect your
child from taking on your woes

If your child is so anxious that they can’t cope, more
specialist help may be needed.
NB: At these times a talk to your school’s guidance
officer or your doctor will be useful, or you could seek
help through child mental health services. Through the

Senior Early Childhood Students Field
Placements

As Years 11 and 12 Early Childhood students are
aware, work placements for this subject are
scheduled, in the school calendar, to occur this term
and in Term 3.  Senior ECP students are to attend two
days of Field Placements in May and by now should
have their Blue Card organised. The students are also
required to organise their placement, completing the
necessary paperwork and returning it to their Early
Childhood teacher as soon as possible.

Students also need to ensure that any part-time work
commitments are organised so they do not interfere
with these placements.

Construction Skills T raining Centre

Training Centre (CSTC) and advised that they are

Certificate I in Resources and Infrastructure
Operations is a pre-vocational course directed at
those individuals who have expressed an interest in a
vocation in the civil construction industry but need
some reservations appeased before committing to a
traineeship/apprenticeship.

Students will study at the CSTC Salisbury campus, one
day a week, for approximately 12 weeks.

At the conclusion of the course, successful students
will be awarded a Certificate 1 in Resources and
Infrastructure Operations, a General Safety Induction
Card (Blue Card) and a Senior First Aid Certificate. All
qualifications are transferable into further Civil
Construction qualifications and will attract credit in
apprenticeships/traineeships.

The school will target Years 10, 11 and 12 students
and will be calling for expressions of interest from
those students considering enrolling in the mid year
intake.

Year 8 Humanities

Year 8 Humanities is currently studying a module
called ‘Just Do It!’ which focuses on active citizenship
in the community.  Councillor Bourke was invited along
to discuss sustainability in the community and the
importance of being an active and informed citizen.
Renae Ahmad was the class photographer and William
Do and Tianna Hubbard volunteered to report on his
visit. Here are some of their comments:
“Everyone was eager and excited to meet Councillor
Bourke as we had only just learned about him. He
started to talk about the three levels of government
and the twenty-six council wards in Queensland.”
“The council is working towards making the suburbs
graffiti free. Councillor Bourke told us that every time
the walls and fences around the local area are
repainted, a photo is taken of the graffiti. This photo
goes on file and if someone is caught doing graffiti,
they look up the file and the person is charged with
every tag that matches. One person was charged with
67 offences and was facing jail.”

Before the Easter break we started an investigation on
how Year 8 students travel to school with the hope
that in the future, students will be able to rely less on
the family car and use more sustainable methods if it is
at all possible.  Brisbane City Council has a target of
being carbon neutral by 2026 and even small projects
like this can make a difference.

On May 12 and 14 the four Year 8 Humanities classes
will be travelling to Brisbane Forest Park to investigate
rainforest ecosystems and their importance. The
information gathered is essential for their role play
assessment in the unit ‘Generation Action’.

On Thursday February 26, the annual South East Queensland Zone Constitutional Convention was held at Parliament House,
Brisbane. As Year 11 Modern History students we were selected to observe the convention. The theme was “Australian Republic: to
be or not to be”.

The primary purpose of the convention was to elect nine delegates to represent South-East Queensland at the National Schools
Constitutional Convention held in Canberra at the old Parliament House. The process we were all involved in was to listen to each
delegate present a two minute speech  presenting their perspective on whether Australia should become a republic. We were then
asked to vote for the delegate we believed had presented their argument the best. As some speeches were very entertaining and were
presented very effectively, it was a hard decision.

As part of the program we also listened to presentations from Mike Keating representing the Australian Republican Movement and
Thomas Bradley from Australians for Constitutional Monarchy. Professor Michael Lavarch  from QUT also addressed the group about
aspects of a constitutional monarchy and a republic.
On the whole we found this day very informative and interesting.  It was a great experience where we got to meet students from other
schools who shared similar interests to us. We hope to go to the Constitutional Convention again next year to seek election as a
delegate to go to Canberra. We would like to thank Mrs McLachlan for taking us as we had a great day and learnt a lot!

Excursions

The excursions are an important part of the
curriculum.

While students will
do the bulk of this work in HSG with their teachers if
they have assessment outstanding from last year or
Term 1 they will need to complete this in their own
time.

Students need to let their HSG teachers know what
assessment instruments are outstanding so they can
help them complete any outstanding work. If students
have not completed their 5 days Structured Workplace
Learning (SWL) they need to submit their names to
their HSG teacher who will pass this information on to
me for further action. Students can complete their SWL
in two ways a) find an employer willing to take them
on and let us know so that we can organise the
paperwork or b) for a small fee the school can locate
an employer. Students must complete this component
of the course to receive the qualification.
As part of the unit of competency GENJSI101B- Apply
Job Search and Interview Skills students will be
required to prepare for and complete an interview. As
we are trying to create authentic learning experiences
for our students these interviews will take place at a
number of different times. Students will be required to
nominate a time from a list they are given, to complete
their interview. Nominations will be accepted on a first
in best dressed basis so consequently if they do not
sign up as soon as nominations are called they will be
allocated a time slot and will be expected to attend.

In Term 3 a Certificate I in Work Education course will
be offered in lesson 4 on Wednesday afternoons to
students who are new to the school this year and
need to complete the qualification. Students who do
not meet the assessment deadlines for this term will be
required to attend this course in Term 3.
It is hoped that by working together we can ensure all
students in Year 11 achieve this worthwhile
qualification.

Recently Ms Ann-Marie Kelly, Deputy Principal for Year
11 and I looked at the Year 11 interim reports. We are
extremely pleased with how the Year 11s have
transitioned into the senior school. From this data we
have been able to identify those students who have
performed exceptionally well and those who we need
to touch base with to ensure they are managing their
studies and remaining eligible for a Queensland
Certificate of Education.
