Is your son/daughter a visual (learn by looking), auditory 
(learn by hearing) or kinaesthetic (learn by moving/doing) 
learner?  Here are some study techniques that suit each 
learning style:

Visual learners should:

• Underline and highlight key words and de! nitions 
• Make mind maps, diagrams, $ owcharts 
• Use colour and symbols in your notes 
• Make study cards of key facts and ! gures 
• Visualise words or facts 
• Pre-read texts before class 
• Add key words and bullet points in your notes 
• Make a list of key information and display in your room 
• Use post-it notes to mark key sections of texts 

Auditory learners should:

• Listen in class and take notes, make mind maps, 
$ owcharts 

• Recite, repeat – say information out loud 
• Explain it or teach it to someone 
• Discuss topics in a study group or with a study buddy 
• Talk your way through a topic 
• Speak about the topic and record it
• Ask questions in class and with your friends 
• Read information out loud 
• Argue and debate with yourself and others about a 

topic 

Kinaesthetic learners should:

• Draw diagrams, tables and $ owcharts 
• Make mind maps and study cards 
• Exercise before a study session 
• Type information 
• Write information down 
• Pick up the book you are reading 
• Walk around while you read, talk through or recite 

information

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initiatives that are occurring in the practical side of our 
department.

This year we have made an attempt to expand the sporting 
activities that are available to students by introducing 
some new sports to our curriculum.  Two exciting new 
sports that we have tried this year are Ultimate disc and 
Speedminton.  Both of these have been introduced into our 
junior curriculum.

Ultimate disc is a fast exciting game between 2 teams who 
basically throw a Frisbee between team members to try and 
advance it to the end zone where they can score a point if 
reached successfully.  Students who have tried this game 
in HPE have enjoyed it and certainly found the challenge 
of a new sport enjoyable.  It can become very fast and very 
competitive once the students get the hang of throwing the 
Frisbee.

Speedminton is a racquet sport that can be played on any 
surface, between 2 or 4 players, where the players hit a 
‘speedster’ (an oversize shuttle) between their zones in an 
attempt to make the speedster hit the ground so they can 
score a point.  One of the great advantages of this game 
is that it can be played basically anywhere as it does not 
rely on a court being marked.  This is a great game for 
developing coordination, as well as the physical bene! ts 
that come from chasing the speedster and stopping it from 
hitting the ground.

Both of these sports have been accepted well by the 
students and we look forward to introducing many more 
students to these games over the course of the year.

I would just like to inform parents that all students studying 
HPE will be involved in some form of assessment between 
now and the end of the semester.

MathsOnLine

As a backup to Mathletics I have been investigating another 
online maths program MathsOnLine. In the early stages of 
this year it was going to cost students money to also use 
this program, but recently McDonalds has come on board 
and sponsored the program so that it is free for all school 
students to use at school and at home.

It is a program like Mathletics that allows for parents to 
monitor their student’s progress through their Maths. It also 
allows students to do remedial or extension work to allow 
the student to improve their results in Mathematics.

By the time you receive this letter all students will be 
issued with their logon and password for this program. It 
will be envisaged that students will be set tasks by their 
Mathematics teacher to complete on a weekly or fortnightly 
basis that you as parents will be able to monitor as will their 
classroom teacher.

Maths Website of the Month

Starting in this edition and in every second newsletter for 
the rest of the year I will identifying a website that has some 
Mathematical use for your students.

Take a look at GeoGebra – It is a free program that joins 
arithmetic, geometry, algebra and calculus. Very handy 
for senior assignments and very easy to use. It has won 
multiple educational awards and has free downloads that 
teach speci! c units of mathematics using some great 
graphics. You will ! nd it at http://www.geogebra.org/cms/.

The Road Ahead for the Maths Department

In this edition you will have noticed the slight push towards 
students using Information Communication & Technologies 
(ICTs) to assist them with their Mathematics. The use of 
ICTs has always been encouraged at Centenary SHS to 
assist student learning but in the next couple of months 
things will start to change in the Mathematics Department 
and its building, the General Studies Block (GS Block)

The building will see an upgrade to its facilities that will 
enable teachers to conduct more interactive lessons. Some 
of the improvements will be the installation of permanent 
data projectors in four rooms this year with complete 
sound systems. This will allow staff to access material 
off the Internet and use their laptops to teach the digital 
generation, i.e. your students, using material that is more 
appealing to them.

The computer lab will also be upgraded and two trolleys of 
laptops will be available for student use while they are in 
class. This investment in ICTs is to engage students using a 
medium that is very familiar to them. 

All this equipment will be purchased and installed in time for 
the start of Semester 2. 

As part of the Year of Creativity, the Mathematics Depart-
ment is also investigating classrooms without walls. This 
initiative will allow students to access school designed 
digital material from the Learning Place. The students will 
have 24/7 access to material that will assist them with their 
studies of Mathematics at Centenary SHS.

The ! rst trial of this initiative will occur during the revision 
period leading up to end of Semester 1 exams. The trial will 
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start off with the current Year 11 Mathematics B students 
and expand throughout the rest of the school year.
